[bookmark: _Hlk223537840]Tāne is a tāngata whaikaha Māori child, aged 7 years and has a diagnosis of Global Developmental Delay (GDD).
Tāne is an active child, who enjoys climbing and running. He is an active explorer and will leave his home without support. Tāne has not yet developed skills to keep himself safe or to find his way home. He has two younger siblings.
His mum, Julie, is raising her children without any other natural supports. She is exhausted and is struggling with the demands of raising a young family.
The whānau Respite allocation - total package $10,000 
Tāne whānau have typically used the funding for sensory items and to fund Tāne’s school holiday programme. 
Julie would like to use half of the respite budget to purchase home delivered ready meals so the that she can spend less time in the kitchen and have more hands-on time with her children. 
Tāne has had IF allocated for the last 3 years and have remained within budget.
