[bookmark: _Toc968495]Change in Name
The EMS Prioritisation Tool is now known as the EMS Portal.

[bookmark: _Toc968496]Online Training
It is no longer a requirement to complete the Learn Online on-line training before accessing the EMS Portal.
[bookmark: _Toc968497]Removal of the Impact on Life Questionnaire
The Impact on Life Questionnaire is no longer required and has therefore been removed. Once your Client has been added into the Portal you will have immediate access to the Assessor Section part of the record.
Any previously completed Impact on Life Questionnaires with their associated Assessor Sections will be available to view via the Previous Records area of the record.
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[bookmark: _Toc968498]Changes to the Assessor Section Form
The Portal will no longer determine whether a request can be funded or not; it is the provision of the rationale for your request that the EMS Providers (accessable and Enable NZ) will use to determine which requests can be funded. The Assessor Section has therefore been updated to allow you to enter the rationale supporting your request and the questions have been updated to reflect this.
The questions regarding the Client’s ability to benefit have been removed. In their place are questions on the rationale supporting your decision. The questions differ slightly depending on the type of request you are making, determined automatically based on the Section Type you choose. 
There are three options:
· Equipment
· Housing Modifications
· Vehicle Purchase and Modifications
Submission of these forms will automatically provide the links to the EMS Providers with the message: “Funding able to be considered (subject to all  requirements having been met)” – there is no longer a ‘Funding Not Available’ response.
Only one rationale form can be completed per Section Type.
